Chollas Lake Park 

Chollas Lake Park is a hidden 
treasure nestled in an urban 
community. It provides a variety 
of activities for the whole family. 

Chollas Lake Park is located on 
College Grove Drive off the 94 
freeway, just west of the College 
Grove Shopping Center.  

Chollas Lake is the only youth 
fishing lake in San Diego County. 
Fishing is permitted and free for 
children ages 15 and under only!  

Other facilities include walking 
trails, nature trail, picnic shelters, 
playgrounds, athletic fields, 
amphitheater and exercise 
stations. Picnic shelters and 
athletic fields are available for 
reservation. Customized guided 
Park Ranger Programs are 
available for groups. 

Inclement Weather Policy 

For the safety of our patrons, 
Chollas Lake Park will be closed 
due to hazardous conditions, such 
as rain, high winds, lightning and 
muddy conditions on the park’s 
trails. Please call the park office 
to confirm if the park is open 
during these weather conditions.

Chollas Lake Park Rules  

∗ Fishing is permitted (Free) 
for children ages 15 and 
under ONLY! 

∗ Swimming or wading in the 
lake and streams is NOT 
permitted. 

∗ Do not throw rocks or play 
with sticks (leave them on 
the ground!) 

∗ Pets must be kept on a leash 
and under control at all 
times. 

∗ Fires permitted in barbecues 
only; no open fires 
anywhere. 

∗ Do not harass wildlife. 

∗ Do not feed the ground 
squirrels (ducks and geese 
okay). 

∗ Do not take any natural 
resource. 

∗ Help keep your park clean; 
do not throw trash on 
ground or in lake! 

∗ All State Fish and Game 
regulations strictly 
enforced! 

∗ Please report any violations 
to park staff.

6.30a.m. to one half hour before sunset, North 
Chollas Canyon closes one hour before 
sunset. The park is closed: Thanksgiving Day, 
Christmas Day and New Year’s Day.
